Q. What is the date and time for the Legacy Celebration Dedication Service?

Q.  Where will the Dedication Service be held? 
A.  7610 Pennsylvania Avenue Forestville, Maryland 20747 
 
Q.  Will the Dedication Service be held inside or outside? 
A.  The Dedication Service will be held outside to minimize disruption to the delivery of services for 

the businesses located within the building.   
 
Q.  Is there a registration process? 
A.  Yes!  By registering you will assist the Planning Committee in preparing for your arrival.  The

Q.  Is there a cost to attend the Dedication Service? 
A.  No, the event is free. 
 
Q.  Will onsite parking be available? 
A.  NO.  Parking will be available for the transportation buses and honorary guests ONLY.  

The honorary guests will receive a parking pass directly from the Chair or Co-Chair of the 
Planning Committee.  If you decide to drive to the venue you will be held liable if your car is 
ticketed, towed, etc.   

 
Q.  What is the best way to travel to the venue? 
A.   Roundtrip transportation will be provided for persons who register no later than May 25, 2020. 

Buses will depart at 10:50 a.m. from Ebenezer African Methodist Episcopal Church located at 
7707 Allentown Road Fort Washington, MD 20744. Buses will leave the venue immediately 
following the Dedication Service to return to Ebenezer AME Church.  You must register in order 
to ride the bus. Registering to attend the event does not guarantee transportation will be available 
so register early! 

 
Q.  Is the bus wheelchair accessible?   
A.  There are a limited number of wheelchair accessible buses.  To that end, individuals who live
